Show Rules

1. Entry is open to all amateur or private collectors of shells. Competitive exhibits must be the property of the exhibitor. Any display can be deemed non-competitive if desired.

2. Entries must be on the official registration form and must indicate the exhibit size. Entry forms must be returned no later than 15 September 2004. Late entries will not be accepted.

3. Displays must be set up between 12 noon and 6pm on Friday 15 October. No display may be dismantled before 4pm Sunday, and all entries must be clear of the venue by 6pm Sunday.

4. Individual displays must not exceed 1000mm x 700mm in size. This may consist of more than one tray, provided the total area does not exceed the above dimensions. All exhibits must have a transparent cover (glass, laminate or similar) to prevent the public touching specimens, but must be accessible for the judges to inspect any shell. After judging, officials will secure all displays. The exception is shell craft which does not need to be covered. All photos and paintings should be laminated or framed, allowing extra lamination so they can be pinned onto walls. Frames must be able to be hung.

5. New Zealand shells are defined as those collected within the New Zealand Exclusive Economic Zone. This zone includes the Kermadec, Chatham, and New Zealand's subantarctic Islands.

6. Classes 16, 29, 30, & 31 will be judged on merit. All other classes will be judged equally on; quality of shells, presentation, variety of species, and accuracy of labels. Only Shell Show officials will be present during judging, and the judges decision will be final.

7. Accuracy of labels means that shells must, if possible, be accompanied by full identification (scientific name of shell, plus author and date described) and locality data. Note also that forms and subspecies will not count as seperate species, and that the lack of an operculum will not be penalised.

8. Class 14 (Junior open general) is open only to exhibitors under the age of 18, and the display must be the exhibitors own work. The age of the exhibitor must be displayed on these entries, as this will be taken into account by the judges.

9. All trophies awarded at this Show are the property of the Conchology Section, and must be returned on request. All trophy winners must advise the Secretary of the Conchology Section of any subsequent change of address. No trophies may be taken overseas.

10. The Shell Show Committee reserves the right to reject any entry, and to amalgamate or split classes.

The greatest care will be taken with all shells, however the Conchology Section takes no responsibility for the loss or damage of any exhibit or shell.
