Show Rules

1. Entry is open to all amateur or private collectors of shells. Not eligible are persons engaged in the sale of shells as their total means of income. Competitive exhibits must be the property of the exhibitor.

2. Entries must be on the official registration form and must indicate the exhibit size. Entry forms must be returned no later than 15 December 2006 to the Club Secretary*. No telephone entries will be accepted.

3. Arrangement of displays must be made between 1pm and 6pm on Friday 26 January. No display may be dismantled before 4pm Sunday and all entries must be clear of the venue by 6pm Sunday.

4. New Zealand displays must contain shells collected within the New Zealand Exclusive Economic Zone (endemic or not) - this includes the Kermadec, Chatham and New Zealand’s Subantarctic Islands. World Wide categories  13, 14, 15, 16, 17 must not have more than 10% New Zealand shell content.

5. Points will be allocated for Quality, Presentation, Variety, & Accuracy of Labels, as indicated on the Show Classes list. 

· “Presentation” means layout, attractiveness of display and labels. Neat handwritten labels will not be penalised, neither will the lack or presence of an operculum.

· “Variety,” is the extent of variation displayed appropriate to the class- ie. genus, species, location, size, shape and colour. Other than for class 2, forms will not count as separate species.  

· “Accuracy of labels” means shells must be accompanied by full identification (scientific name of shell, the author and date described) plus locality data. More detailed labeling can be used but will not score extra points.  Names of New Zealand specimens are expected to be up to date as per “ The Checklist of Recent Mollusca described from the NZ Exclusive Economic Zone” by Spencer, Willan, Marshall and Murray as printed at 15 December 2006 on: www.molluscs.otago.ac.nz . The exception is classes 22, 23, 26, 29 and 30 where basic labelling such as Spiny Murex, Tiger Cowrie will suffice.

6. Please note that most displays require a specified number of shells in the display and more or less shells in a display will lose marks.  However where two or more shells of the same species occupy a display space (not counting the label) of less than 40 square mm. this will count as one shell for the number of shells required in the display. 

7. Displays must not be larger than 1metre by 700mm and may be displayed in either landscape or portrait orientation. The display may consist of more than one tray, provided the total area does not exceed the above dimensions. All exhibits should have a transparent cover (glass, laminate or similar) to prevent the public touching specimens; the exception is art and craft which does not need to be covered. Judging will be done without opening the display box unless essential to separate entries. Display boxes must therefore be accessible to the Judges. 

8. All photos and paintings should be laminated or framed. For classes 31 and 32 a title may be included to explain connection to shells / shell collecting. Class 32 may include a composition of other than own work. In these circumstances, to assist the judges, the exhibitor must attach a card describing which of the materials, designs, patterns etc have been made/ created by the exhibitor. 

9. Judging will commence from 6pm on Friday 26 January, and ONLY SHELL SHOW OFFICIALS will be present. The Judges’ decision will be final.

10. The Shell Show Committee reserves the right to reject any entry, or to amalgamate or split classes. Classes 16, 25 and 32 particularly, may be split depending on the entries received and exhibitors in these classes are asked to indicate the family/ category to be displayed on their registration form.

11. All trophies awarded at this Show are the property of the Wellington, Auckland or Whangarei Shell Clubs and must be returned at the request of the relevant or “host” Club. The greatest care will be taken with all displays; however the Wellington Shell Club takes no responsibility for the loss or damage of any exhibit or shell.
