Shell Shows are an opportunity for everyone with an interest in shells to get together and enjoy a weekend of immersion in the wonderful world of shells and shell collecting.
In particular we encourage first-time exhibitors to have a go, and there are a number of classes available for inexperienced exhibitors.
We welcome you to participate in the shelling event of the year …

… meet up with old friends, and make contact with collectors, scientists, or buyers/sellers 

… be awed by the beauty and variety of these incredible gifts of nature 
… introduce people to the NZ shell scene, and maybe recruit new club members 
… buy sell or trade shells and shell books
… show off your best/rarest/favourite shells, and maybe win some awards
… but most importantly - enjoy!
Venue

Te Tuhi Centre for the Arts (aka Pakuranga Community & Cultural Centre), 13 Reeves Rd, Pakuranga, Auckland.

There is parking adjacent to the venue, and a tea room is available for all exhibitors and dealers.

Exhibitor and dealer tables will be located in the main Auditorium.

Buy/sell/swap will be held in the Social Room near to the Auditorium.

Prize-giving & dinner will be held at Valentines Pakuranga. Advance dinner booking is required, so please indicate numbers attending on the attached Registration Form.

Dealer & Swap Tables


Dealers are welcome. Tables will cost $100 each for both days. No commission will be charged
Buy/sell/swap tables will be available on Saturday afternoon at a cost of $10 per table.
Exhibitor Registration
Please complete the attached Registration Form and send it to us no later than 1/Apr/2013.

Display sizes should be listed as width (W) by depth (D), where W is the front side length.

You should receive confirmation of your entry submission within two weeks of sending it to us.

All shell collectors are welcome to exhibit, but competitive displays must be the property of the 

exhibitor.

There is no registration fee and exhibitors will receive free admission to the show.

Your registration implies acceptance of all the rules and conditions contained in this schedule.

Exhibitors Rules and Conditions

· You can enter as many classes as you wish, and have more than one entry per class.

· Displays can be deemed non-competitive if desired.

· Displays must be set up between 12 noon and 6pm on the Friday. No display may be dismantled before 4pm Sunday, and all entries must be clear of the venue by 6pm Sunday.

· Individual displays must not exceed 1000mm x 700mm in size. This may consist of more than one tray, provided the total area does not exceed the above dimensions. All display cases must have a transparent cover to prevent the public touching specimens, but must still be accessible for the judges to inspect any shell. 

· Displays may contain any number of shells, except for those classes that have the number of shells specified in the schedule. 15-25 shells is normally the optimum number, and the judges may mark down displays for too few or too many shells.

· New Zealand shells are defined as those collected within the New Zealand Exclusive Economic Zone. This zone includes the Kermadec, Chatham, and New Zealand's subantarctic Islands.

· Forms and subspecies will not count as seperate species.
· The Show Committee reserves the right to reject any entry, and to amalgamate or split classes.

· The greatest care will be taken with all shells, however the Conchology Section takes no responsibility for the loss or damage of any display or shell.

Judging of Displays
All entries will be judged on how well they conform to the theme of their class, as well as shell quality, presentation, variety of species, and accuracy of labels.
Judges will use their discretion on how much weight is given to each of these factors. For example, shell quality is very important for single specimen classes, but quite unimportant in the scientific/educational class.

Only Shell Show officials will be present during judging, and the judges decision will be final.

Certificates and Trophies

Certificates will be awarded for all first second and third placings per class, with trophies also being awarded for many classes as well as special categories.

All trophies awarded at this Show are the property of the Conchology Section, and must be returned on request.
Trophy winners must advise the Secretary of the Conchology Section of any subsequent change of address, and no trophies may be taken overseas.
